Dear traders and owners of business properties,

TOWARDS A COMMON VISION FOR THE FUTURE DEVELOPMENT OF PARKVIEW

As you may be aware, the Parkview Residents’ Association embarked this year on a process of seeking to produce a vision to guide future development of the suburb. We were motivated to do this, because we are all too aware that, currently, the Association spends an undue proportion of its time reacting to – and often having to fight against – proposed developments in Parkview that we feel are not aligned with the current Regional Spatial Development Framework and Precinct Plan for the area. This process is often confrontational and unpleasant for all parties concerned. 

With this in mind, we have been engaged in a public consultation process that will lead to an agreed, updated, and detailed vision for the suburb which can be accepted by all parties. In this way, we hope to shift to a more proactive, constructive form of engagement with potential developers, guiding them about what will be acceptable and thus significantly reducing the extent of confrontation and conflict.

It is our expectation that – once the consultation process is complete and the Vision Statement finalized – it will be made available to the Johannesburg City Council to feed into modification and implementation of the Regional Spatial Development Framework and Precinct Plan that govern our area. We have begun engagement with the City Council to this end, and are expecting to build a closer working relationship with the Council through these efforts.

As part of this process, we are particularly keen to solicit the opinion of our traders in the area, as we realize that such a process has potentially significant implications for you and we value the essential role that you play in providing services to our residents. Thus, we are keen to ensure that our ideas are aligned with your future aspirations to the greatest extent possible.

Given this, we are taking the liberty of sharing with you our draft vision statement, as well as a questionnaire we have designed to solicit the views of residents and business owners. We would be very grateful if you could spare a few minutes to review these documents, and to complete the questionnaire.
